auctions conducted by governmental organizations within the State of New York, the amount not
to exceed limitations set by the 2010 budget, and that

employees of the Department of Building and Development are authorized to have
memberships for the calendar year 2010 in the Capital District Chapter and the New York State
Building Officials Conference to include attendance at regular bi-monthly luncheon meetings of
said conference, as budgeted per person per year, said amounts to be charged to the
memberships/training account, and that

a petty cash fund, not to exceed $250, be established for use by the Town Supervisor, and
that a petty cash fund, not to exceed $250, be established for use by the Receiver of Taxes, and
that

the mileage rate of reimbursement for the use of Town employees’ cars shall be
consistent with IRS established rates.
